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In the beginning...

In 1990 Congress passed legislation establishing the Legacy Resource
Management Program to financially assist the DOD in preserving

cultural and natural resources.

1990 Congress established the Acid Rain Program under the Clean Air Act

Eligibility Criteria

(Legislative revision, 1997)

1. Project must have regional or DoD-wide
significance and involve more than one
military department or base.

2. Project must meet legal requirements or
support military operations

3. Project must be administered at the
DoD level

4. Project must not be an Executive Agent responsibility.
(Example: the Air Force is the Executive Agent for the Cold
War Initiative).
