Abstract:
On the 12th of January 2010 a 7.0 magnitude earthquake struck the Caribbean island nation of Haiti.  A 13 member preventative medicine team was sent to help provide assistance to the host country as well as members of the rescue effort.  The team visited sites that include the Hotel Montana, local and NGO hospitals, rubble removal and rescue sites, and displaced person camps.  Throughout the eight weeks the team was in country many different problems and situations arose.  In an effort to help with further response to humanitarian missions, lessons learned will be shared on what went well during the rescue mission and what are some of the area’s that could be improved upon.  Areas discussed will include respiratory protection, field procedures in biological waste disposal, and training and education.
