AIG for Inspections & Evaluations

Mr. Brem Morrison was appointed to this Senior Executive Service position in February 2004. The Inspections and Evaluations Directorate is a startup organization that was announced in September 2003 and formalized in March 2004. Mr. Morrison develops and utilizes independent inspection and evaluation processes to review the effectiveness of DoD activities. He manages these processes to (1) provide analyses to senior defense managers for decision-making, (2) recommend best practices and improvements to programs, policies or procedures, (3) follow-up on management’s decisions and measure the impact of those decisions.

In 1966, Mr. Morrison graduated from Washington State University with a Bachelor’s degree in Electrical Engineering and with an Air Force ROTC commission. In 1974, he earned a Master’s degree in Business Management and Administration from Central Michigan University.

After completing Air Force pilot training in October 1967, Mr. Morrison transitioned to the C-7A Caribou and reported to the 435th Tactical Airlift Squadron, Vung Tau, Vietnam, on January 26, 1968, only days before the Tet offensive. He accumulated over 1000 hours of combat flying time during his one-year tour. 

After Vietnam, Mr. Morrison served in various Military Airlift Command (MAC) units, most notably the 4th MAS (C-141s) at McCord AFB and the 98th MAS (VC-135s) at Andrews AFB, specializing as a standardization/evaluation flight examiner in both squadrons. After Air Command and Staff College in 1978, he was assigned to HQ MAC Stan/Eval Directorate as the Program Manager for Presidential and Distinguished Visitor (DV) Airlift. Subsequently, he was transferred to McGuire AFB in 1981 as the 18th MAS (C‑141) Operations Officer; then as the Commander from 1982 to 1984. He was selected to colonel in 1984 and went to Air War College for the 1984-85 class.

In June 1985, Mr. Morrison was assigned to the Pentagon as the Division Chief for Special Activities and Model Installation Program, Office of the Air Force Deputy Chief of Staff for Planning and Programming. In 1986, he was selected as the Director of Program Integration, for the Assistant Secretary for Manpower, Installations and Reserve Affairs, Office of the Secretary of the Air Force. In 1987, he was assigned to the 89th Military Airlift Wing (Presidential Wing) at Andrews AFB as the Vice Wing Commander, and in 1988 was selected to serve as the Wing Commander. In 1989, he was assigned to McGuire AFB as the Commander for the 438th Military Airlift Wing (C-141s). 
In 1990, Mr. Morrison was transferred to the Pentagon and served in several USAF Inspector General positions, including Deputy Inspector General in 1992-1993. He then managed a business process reengineering project called Wing IDEF for the Office of the Secretary of the Air Force. Colonel Morrison retired from the Air Force in September 1994. 

From September 1994 to July 2003, Mr. Morrison worked for Atlas Air, a B-747 all-cargo airline. He served on the leadership team as the Director for B-747-400 Fleet Operations (Fleet Manager) and was qualified as a Check Captain in the B-747-100, -200, and -400 aircraft.
