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Presentation Format

This lesson:

· Is designed to help younger students (ages 6 to 10) understand the potential dangers associated with munitions (ammo) in general, particularly unexploded ordnance (UXO), and the steps they should take to keep themselves, their families, friends, and communities safe.
· Provides students the information they need to recognize suspected munitions and the associated risks, and react in a responsible and safe manner.  
· Provides links to additional resources.

Approximate Presentation Duration:  20 minutes

Gain Attention/Provide Motivation:

· Display posters in the presentation area.
· Provide handouts and other materials (coloring books, poster, bookmarks, magnets and other suitable items) for students to take home.
· Provide opportunities to use interactive DENIX activities (clubhouse, challenges, e-book) via computer or phone app.  

All of the printed materials can be downloaded and printed locally and many can be obtained by submitting a request through the "Contact Us" tab on the 3Rs website (www.denix.osd.mil\uxo).

Note:  Because some children may not understand more complex terms, this lesson plan uses simpler language.  For example, these students may be more familiar with “ammo” than “munitions.”  Thus “ammo” is used in the children’s presentation instead of “munitions”.  Ensure that instructors use the age-appropriate vocabulary in this presentation and that students understand the meaning of other critical terms such as unexploded ordnance (UXO) and Retreat.  Munitions shown and addressed should only be identified in a general fashion (e.g., grenade, projectile, bomb).

Present Information:

· Use a computer, projector and display screen to deliver the PowerPoint presentation.
· Play selected videos to reinforce lesson information.

Student Participation – Encourage student participation through use of:

· Open, directed questions.
· Graphics, photographs and video presentations.

Tailoring a Presentation:

Presentations need to be sensitive to cultural differences of the target audience versus what is included in the standard presentation.  Should revision of materials be necessary to address cultural issues, request support for modification of 3Rs materials through the 3Rs website “contact us” tab (www.denix.osd.mil/uxo/).  Several characters (e.g., Ilio, Iktomi the Spider, Roxie) address different parts of the United States or cultures and can be found on the website.  These provide added materials for use with the students.

Objectives – After completing this module, the student will be able to:

· Discuss and define key terminology associated with the 3Rs Explosives Safety Education Program.
· Explain the dangers associated with ammo (munitions), particularly UXO.
· Apply the steps associated with 3Rs of Explosives Safety:  Recognize, Retreat, Report.
· Stress the importance of the 3Rs of Explosives Safety: 
 
· Recognize – when you may have seen ammo and that it is dangerous; 
· Retreat – do not go near, touch, move, or disturb it, but carefully leave the area;

· Introduce the lesson, read notes, and include other supportive facts to help students understand the information provided.
Notes:
Explain: The purpose of this lesson is to learn:
· What ammo is and how to recognize when you may have seen or come across ammo
· The reasons ammo, particularly UXO, is dangerous
· That ammo may be called different names.  Although there may be others, ammo may be called military munitions, munitions, ordnance, explosives, bombs or duds
· The 3Rs of Explosives Safety
Stress: The importance of understanding:
· Ammo, particularly UXO, is dangerous
· Actions to avoid and take should you see ammo that will help keep you, your family, friends and community safe
· The 3Rs of Explosives Safety: 
· Recognize – when you may have seen ammo and that it is dangerous; 
· Retreat – do not go near, touch, move, or disturb it, but carefully leave the area; and
· Report – tell a parent or a teacher and ask them to call  911 or tell a police officer.

Notes:

Explain: This is Sgt. Woof.  He is an ammo safety expert.  His job is to teach you to recognize when you may have seen ammo and that ammo is dangerous.  He will also be talking about how to keep yourself, your family, your friends, and your community safe when you see ammo.  

Ask: Does anyone know what ammo is?

Answer: Ammo is short for ammunition.  Soldiers use ammunition during training and to protect the United States. There are many types of ammo including small arms ammunition, rockets, bombs, and projectiles.  Ammo is designed to kill or injure people or destroy buildings and equipment.  Some of you may know people who were in the military or hunt with ammo.

Explain:
  
· Ammo may be called military munitions, munitions, ordnance, explosives or duds;
· Ammo includes artillery projectiles, mortars, bombs, rockets, grenades and bullets;
· You will learn about ammo that the military uses to protect the United States;
· Although you should be aware that ammo your parents, brothers, or sisters may use for target practice or when hunting can be dangerous if it is not handled correctly, we will not be talking very much about that kind of ammo.

Ask: What do you think ammo is made to do?

Answer: Most ammo used by the military is made to kill or injure people or damage equipment and buildings. 

Ask: Why does our military use ammo?

Answer: The military uses ammo to train and protect the United States during wars.

Notes:

Explain: UXO, which means unexploded ordnance, is ammo that did not work properly (explode).  Some people call UXO duds.  UXO may be a projectile fired from a tank or artillery piece, a bomb dropped from a plane or a grenade thrown by a Soldier.  Just because it did not work (explode) when it was used, does not mean it will not explode if approached, touched, moved or disturbed.  UXO can explode at any time, particularly if moved, handled or disturbed.

Explain: Many types of ammo may be present at on current or formerly used military property.  They may be present on top of the ground, under leaves or water, or under the ground.  Because areas where ammo was used have changed and people may have moved the ammo, they may be present almost anywhere.

Explain: Although ammo will most likely be seen in areas the military currently uses, they might also be seen in areas once used for live-fire training or testing.  Signs help you recognize what areas are dangerous.  They are there to help you stay safe.

Explain: Let’s watch Sgt. Woof’s video about what to do if you think you see ammo.

Play: 3Rs Video – SGT Woof PSA (30 seconds).

Ask: What did Sgt. Woof say the 3Rs stand for?

Answer: The 3Rs stand for:

· Recognize – when you may have seen ammo and that it is dangerous;
· Retreat – do not go near, touch, move, or disturb it, but carefully leave the area;
· Report – tell a parent or a teacher (but could also be a village elder, clergy, or firefighter), and ask them to call 911, or tell a police officer. 

The next three slides show examples of what some types of ammo look like when new and what they may look like after being in the weather.
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	Instructor Action:

Notes:

Explain: Recognize – When you see something that looks like it might be ammo and that ammo is dangerous. 

Discuss: The difference in appearance between unused (new) ammo and ammo that might be seen outside.  You should consider all ammo that you may see to be dangerous.

The pictures on the left are pictures of some unused ammo.  The images on the right are pictures of what the same ammo might look like after use or if thrown away either by accident or intentionally.

There is no need to identify the ammo in the photos.  The following is provided in case there are questions about the ammo in the pictures:  The first image on the left is an unused rocket motor.  The one on the right is the same ammo after use, but it was not destroyed in use.

The second image on the left is a hand grenade.  The one on the right is one that was either used, but did not detonate, or was lost in the environment for some time.

The third image on the left is a mortar.  The one on the right is one that was in the ocean for more than 30 years.

Discuss: Ammo may be hard to identify.  Ammo:

· May be clean, rusty, or dirty looking;
· May be whole or in parts;
· May be partially or completely buried in the dirt or covered by plants, sand or other material; or partially or fully under water.

These photos are pictures of a rocket.  The top picture is what it looks like new. The other two pictures show what the same ammo might look like after use or if thrown away either by accident or intentionally.

As you can see, ammo can be very difficult to recognize as ammo after is has been outside. That is the reason it is very important not to pick up anything that you know or think may be ammo.  In fact, it is best if you do not pick up anything that you did not drop.

Discuss: Ammo may be hard to identify because it comes in 
many shapes, sizes, and types.  It may not look like ammo (e.g.,
projectile, grenade or bomb);

Ammo, even cannon balls, can still be dangerous after being handled or kept as souvenirs for years.  Although some people, maybe a parent, a brother or sister, have kept ammo as a souvenir or war trophy and handled or moved it around for years without it exploding, the ammo is still dangerous and may explode!  Many children have been killed or seriously injured when playing with or handling ammo that they or someone else thought was safe.

Collecting or keeping ammo as a souvenir is extremely dangerous.  You, your family, or your friends should know that ammo kept as souvenirs is dangerous.  Even ammo kept as a souvenir and handled for many years can explode, particularly if played with, moved, handled or disturbed.

Next, we will show you what some other ammo might look like.

	Instructor Action:

· Read notes

Notes:

Be aware your audience are children, and their attention span is short.  Stress the fact that there are different types of ammo, and do not look the same.  

Explain: These are pictures of more types of ammo.

Ask: What do you think would happen if you went near, touched, disturbed, or moved ammo you saw?

Answer: It might explode (“go off”) and could kill or injure you, your friends or your family.

Ask: Would you be able to recognize the items in these pictures as ammo?

Answer: (Probably not) These are items you may not have seen.  Some look harmless, but they are not.  See how some of these items look shiny, rusty, clean or dirty.  One of the items is even stuck in the ground with one end sticking out.

Ask: Do you think you can recognize ammo of different types now?

Answer: No.  You have been shown a lot of ammo, but there are many more.  That is why you should never touch anything you think might be ammo.  It takes an expert to identify every type of ammo.

There is no need to identify the ammo in the photos.  

Below lists the ammo shown, in the event a student asks what each is.  

Top row, left to right:

· The first picture is of bomblets released from a missile or bomb. This type of ammo will detonate with almost any movement.  Several people, and often people nearby, have been killed or injured when they disturbed it or attempted to pick it up.
· The center picture is a hand grenade.  This type of ammo is very dangerous.  Unfortunately, many people do not follow the 3Rs and take and keep this type of ammo as a souvenir.  Handling this type of ammo has caused detonations that have killed or injured people who believed it safe.
· The last is an artillery projectile.  This type of ammo can destroy several rooms, even a house.  Recently, several teenagers who removed one of these rounds from a range to keep as a souvenir were killed when they dropped it.

Bottom row, left to right:

· The first picture is a rifle grenade.  Like a hand grenade, this type of ammo can be extremely dangerous when children or others disturb or handle it.
· The center picture is a bomb.  Like the projectile, it can level a house killing or injuring anyone nearby.  Some contain chemical agents that can kill or injure people nearby and even blocks away.
· The last picture is a mortar.  Like most of the other ammo shown, should you be close to it when it detonates, you would most likely be injured or killed.

Explain: Ammo is dangerous. Recognize when you may have seen it.

These photos show what two different types of ammo can do if they explode in person’s hand. Remember ammo, particularly UXO, does not always look like ammo.  
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	Instructor Action:

Notes:

Stress: When you see, or think you see ammo, it is import that you do not go near, touch, move or disturb it, but carefully leave (Retreat).  You should carefully leave the area by the same path from which you came. 

Ask: What did Sergeant Woof tell you to do when you think you see or you recognize something as ammo?

Answer: Not to go near, touch, move or disturb it, but carefully move away.  He called it Retreat.  

Ask: Does anyone know what retreat means?

Answer: One meaning of retreat is to carefully leave areas that may be dangerous.  It does not mean to run away.

Ask: Does anyone know the reason that you should leave using the same path you came?

Answer: You should leave by the path so you do not disturb the ammo or other ammo that might be in the area.

Ask: Does anyone know the reason you should leave carefully and not run?

Answer: If you run, you could trip and get hurt or you could fall on other ammo that may be in the area and get hurt or killed.

· Play video

Notes:

Stress: Report it!  Tell a parent or a teacher about it (but could also be a village elder, clergy, or firefighter), and ask them to call the police (call 911).  You could also tell other people you know, like a grandparent, a friend’s parent, a principal, or a fireman, but never a stranger.

Ask: You have seen something that you think (Recognize) might be ammo, and you moved carefully away from it (Retreat).  What does Sergeant Woof tell you to do next?

Answer: Report – Tell a parent or a teacher about it and ask them to call 911, or tell a police officer).  

Ask: What is the reason it is important to report when you may have seen ammo?

Answer: So you can help keep everyone safe.  

Explain: Once reported, the police request assistance from Soldiers who are called Explosive Ordnance Disposal or EOD personnel.  These Soldiers, who are highly trained, will look at the item and determine what to do with it.


Play: 3Rs Video – Message C (60 seconds).

Discuss: Okay, one more time, what are the 3Rs of Explosives Safety?
Recognize, Retreat, and Report!

Ask:  What do they mean?

Answer:  The 3Rs stand for:

· Recognize – when you may have seen ammo and that it is dangerous;
· Retreat – do not go near, touch, move, or disturb it, but carefully leave the area;
· Report – tell a parent or a teacher and ask them to call 911, or tell a police officer. 

Help us keep you, your family and friends, and community safe by teaching them the dangers of ammo and what to do if they think they have seen ammo.
